9 holes on the regulation golf course Monday-Thursday $59 per player*
9 holes on the regulation golf course Friday-Sunday $61 per player*

Shotgun events also require a $25 per player minimum in the South Suburban Grill. All restaurant services are separate from the golf course and costs are paid to directly to them. Please contact restaurant manager Haley Richmond hrichmond@ssprd.org at the time of booking.
The golf course will provide a check-in area with tables, personalized score cards, cart signs and flag prize Markers for any on course contests.
Tournament chairperson must submit two copies of tournament roster with starting times listed in consecutive order 7 days in advance.
Tournament chairperson must submit a list to the pro shop one week in advance of
the tournament requesting how prize money shall be spent as well as details regarding “Closest to the Pin,” “Longest Drive,” etc.
